KEY FOCUS AREA People

Purpose

To provide direction on community events that will support a connected community, to enhance social
wellbeing and develop a sense of civic pride.

Policy
The Town of Claremont recognises the importance that significant events play in the building of the social
capacity of the community and contributing to community development.
As such, Council supports an annual community focused events program. In doing so, the Council will:
e Provide funding in the Annual Budget,

e Encourages local community, government and the private sector involvement in the community
event where possible, and

e Where appropriate, provide exemptions on Development Application fees for the community based
development activities.

Events will be held at an appropriate time within the year to drive strong community participation to
enable the contribution towards supporting a vibrant and active community.
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
